I felt it would be beneficial to staff and students in the University and their respective communities to train them in CPR, as bystander chest compressions significantly improves outcomes for those who suffer a cardiac arrest outside of a clinical setting. I contacted, recruited, and worked with UCD School of Emergency Medicine to organise the first 'Restart a Heart Day' in UCD.  We aimed to train 400 staff and students in basic Cardiac Compression and use of defibrillators. We succeeded in training over 600 people in basic CPR; the use of external defibrillators; and how to direct emergency services to the point of an incident on Campus. 'Restart a Heart' is now an annual event in the UCD calendar, with over 500 staff and students trained this year.
